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This MACCS Maintenance Training Newsletter is now located at http://www.tecom.usmc.mil/atb .  This website also provides information on Individual Training Standards (ITS) and MATMEP (-) packages.  T&R information is available for our 7200 brethren.

As of 1 January 2003 all Occupational Field 5900 Gunnery Sergeant and below will require an electronic MATMEP training jacket.  The electronic training jacket is a result of conferences held on the East and West Coasts in October and November of last year.  

All OccField 5900 graduates from MCCES and Pensacola will receive a CDROM with their electronic record jacket and all training conducted at the schoolhouse (Level 1) signed off.

The Maintenance Training Model Managers, MTMM (Master Gunnery Sergeant Scherphorn and Gunnery Sergeant Billingsley) should have by now sent the electronic files to your unit’s MATMEP coordinator for distribution to the maintenance shops.  If your unit has not identified a Unit Coordinator, please send a Naval Message to the appropriate MTMM and info CG TECOM.  The reference on this program is MCO 4790.20.

I have asked our Master Gunnery Sergeants to come up with an inspection program for our MATMEP by 1 July 2003 with unit inspections beginning 1 January 2004.  We do not know what current inspection we will tie the MATMEP to as of yet.  Overall, we are looking to see if each 5900 Marine has an electronic training jacket, it is current, and the MATMEP package is standardized.
