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It is evident by your response that the first Newsletter was received rather well by the 5900 community.  It is my goal to keep you all informed of training opportunities for you and your Marines.  We are trying to post these newsletters on HQMC (APC) Website for you to reference previous editions.  Each edition will remind you of future class dates and will provide some information on training our Marines.  There is even some talk of using this newsletter to update you on important Occ Field items and events.

TRAINING MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS

There is an abundance of information online to research, track, and manage training available to our community and Marines as a whole.  I will attempt to cover the systems that you can gain access to via your unit.

BY NAME ASSIGNMENT (BNA)
Accessed via 3270.  BNA is mandated as the official training reservation and reporting system link for the Marine Corps.   Most of our problems in training are caused by misreporting in this system.  Sometimes, students are not reported in BNA if attending other service schools, graduates are not validated, and students are not disenrolled from BNA if they do not make a scheduled seat.  This effects budgeting for school seats!

BNA is a great tool to see who is scheduled to attend a class; who is actually attending a class; and previous years graduation rosters.  MCO 1553.7 USING THE BY NAME ASSIGNMENT SYSTEM and the BNA Users Manual are the references for this system.  This is a must-have for OIC’s and NCOIC’s to check on what training your inbounds have received.





TRAINING REQUIREMENTS AND RESOURSES MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (TRRMS)

This is a web-based Formal Schools Catalog, Training Input Plan (TIP), and most importantly, course schedules.  This service runs primarily off the Course Identifier (CID).  An example is M092721 for the Basic Electronics Course in 29 Palms.  You can perform a search in the Formal Schools Catalog using Basic Electronics Course or M092721.  From there, you will get info on future schools seats, class capacities, dates, etc.  This is much more user friendly than BNA, but will not provide information on personnel attending or graduates.  Great tool for 5900’s attached to other service commands who do not have access to BNA.

     A key element of TRRMS is the TIP.  We provide input to the TIP Process to validate courses and to justify the quantity of seats you need for training.  There is an excellent Reference Guide for the TIP in this section.  The more informed you all are in this process, the better justifications I can get for school seats, and future enhancement training for our community.

Our sister services use the following systems: Army Training Requirements and Resources System (ATRRS), Navy Integrated Training Administrative System II (NITRAS II), Air Force Military Modernization System Oracle Training Administration (MILMOD OTA).   Difficult to gain access to and more for my position to comprehend than for you all to tackle.
