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The purpose of this newsletter is to keep Marine Air Command and Control Systems Maintenance personnel informed of training issues and initiatives.  I will attempt to publish this newsletter monthly to notify the community of upcoming training and to give current status of 5900 training initiatives.  This first edition will spell out what training is available to our community, where, and who can go.

TRAINING 5900’S CAN ATTEND
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HURLBURT FIELD, FLORIDA

JOINT AEROSPACE COMPUTER APPLICATIONS COURSE (JACAC) 

(4 DAYS)

Trains selected personnel in the fundamental concepts of Theater Battle Management Core Systems (TBMCS) Operations.  This is a good overview of TBMCS and how the operator uses the various applications used in the development of the Air Tasking Order.  Sergeants and above who are MOS 5962/74 or 5970.  

JOINT AEROSPACE SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR COURSE (JASAC)  (30 DAYS)

Trains selected personnel assigned as TBMCS System Administrators (SysAd) in the concepts of UNIX SysAd, TCP/IP Networking, communications, protocols, and relational database familiarization.  Your 5962/74’s receive similar training during a portion of their course at MCCES.  Primarily for MOS 5962/74 who were assigned outside of an MTACS and have now been assigned back to an MTACS, i.e. B Billet, MACS, MASS, Training Command.  This is a great course for new 5970 Warrant Officer who did not grow up as a 5974.  Warning, this class expects students to have a UNIX background.

PENSACOLA, FLORIDA
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MARINE AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL APPROACH AND LANDING SYSTEM (MATCALS) MAINTENANCE AND SYSTEM ANALYSIS COURSE (40 days)

Trains selected personnel in advanced technical training skills in the performance of maintenance management and supervision of an expeditionary Air Traffic Control Detachment.  Includes general purpose data processor maintenance management concepts, documentation, supply functions and FAA flight check certification procedures as they apply to all Marine ATC systems.  Detailed technical instruction on Marine ATC systems analysis, troubleshooting techniques and embark procedures.  We just converted three Warrant Officer seats to LDO seats to spin up new LDO’s in the MACCS who have not grown up in the ATC community.  This course is primarily for sergeant and above ATC maintainers and new 5959.  5950 WO’s/ 5902 captains.

AN/FPN-63(V) MAINTENANCE COURSE  (70 days)

Provides theory and technical skills necessary to operate and perform preventative and corrective maintenance of the AN/FPN-63 Precision Approach RADAR System.  Primarily for MOS 5953 assigned to station.  There are seats for DOD civilian, but Per Diem and Billeting is paid for by Unit.

AN/TPX-42A(V)5 MAINTENANCE COURSE (50 days)

Provides theory and technical skills necessary to operate and perform preventative and corrective maintenance of the AN/TPX-42A(V)5 System.  Primarily for MOS 5953 assigned to station.  There are seats for DOD civilian, but Per Diem and Billeting is paid for by Unit.

AN/TPX-42A(V)10 RATCF DAIR MAINTENANCE COURSE (60 days)

Provides theory and technical skills necessary to operate and perform preventative and corrective maintenance of the AN/TPX-42A(V)10 RATCF DAIR SYSTEM.  Primarily for MOS 5953 assigned to station.  There are seats for DOD civilian, but Per Diem and Billeting is paid for by Unit.

AN/GPN-27 MAINTENANCE COURSE (60 days)

Provides theory and technical skills necessary to operate and perform preventative and corrective maintenance of the AN/GPN-27 Airport Surveillance System.  Primarily for MOS 5953 assigned to station.  There are seats for DOD civilian, but Per Diem and Billeting is paid for by Unit.

FORSCOM FT MCPHERSON, GEORGIA
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MULTI-TADIL ADVANCED JOINT INTEROPER-ABILITY COURSE (MAJIC)

Provides detailed information on Tactical Digital Information Links (TADIL) operations and management and on Tactical Data Systems (TDS) used in the services.  Includes message formats, systems capabilities and limitations, and planning requirements of the TADILs used in joint operations.  MOS 5974 5970 assigned to an MTACS or MACS, but primarily for operators.  

JOINT TACTICAL INFORMATION DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS (JTIDS)

Provides training in joint planning, employment, operating procedures and JTIDS capabilities.  MOS 5962/74 and operators.

JTIDS NETWORK DESIGN AND SYSTEM MANAGEMENT (JNDSM) COURSE

Provides familiarization with process associated with the design and use of JTIDS networks.  This course covers how JTIDS operates, network planning and network design.  Designed for network planners, personnel assigned to network design facilities and personnel requiring greater than average systems knowledge about JTIDS.  Must be a graduate of the JTIDS and MAJIC course.  THIS COURSE IS NOT FUNDED THROUGH HQMC.  UNIT FUNDED!!!
JOINT INTERFACE CONTROL OFFICER (JICO)

Provides training to personnel who will be responsible for JOINT multi-TADIL architecture as a Joint Interface Control Officer, Joint Track Data Coordinator, and/or TADIL A/J manager.  Must be a graduate of JTIDS and MAJIC course.  SSgt and above or CWO and above.

     Please keep in mind that there are some additional prerequisites not noted here.  Master Gunnery Sergeant Baker will release the message identifying all requirements shortly.  My intent is to get this information out to you and have you get in touch with me for any training that your or your Marines require.  ONE STOP SHOPPING!    Beginning 1 November, I plan to take over quota management for some of these schools.  This should give me enough time to get spun up on all the Training Management Systems.  Speaking of that, each Marine leader should have access via the Internet to Training Requirements and Resources Management System (TRRMS).  This is a online system to track courses of all services and who can go.  Your S3 shop should have access to By Name Assignment (BNA) via 3270 to view who is attending training.
