By now, some of you have heard that our MATMEP (-) Electronic Training Jackets are a go.  The 5900 Working Committee concurred that we, as a community do need a Standardized way to track our MOJT.  This will allow a Marine to transfer from one unit to the next and have a record of what training he or she was able to meet.  Our plan is to keep this in electronic format as much as possible to reduce the paperwork involved in tracking our training.  All MATMEP packages can be found on the ATB website.

TECOM released a message requesting a Maintenance Training Model Manager (MTMM) from MCCES and Pensacola by September 25th.  These MTMM’s will coordinate two MATMEP conferences, one at MCAS Cherry Point around the end of October, and the other at Camp Pendleton toward the middle of November.  This will be a East Coast/West Coast training event including Marines from all units and Air Stations.  We will also conduct training in Okinawa sometime in January.  These conferences will have three purposes:

1. TECOM brief on MATMEP (-), the duties of a MTMM, and Unit MATMEP Coordinator, and the inspection program.

2. Review of MATMEP packages.

3. Assignment of Lesson Plan responsibilities to Unit MATMEP coordinators.

Look for future message traffic from the schoolhouses citing coordinating instructions for these conferences.  

TECOM is funding for Unit Coordinators to attend these conferences to include travel and per diem.
