· MSgt Sands (MCU G-6) will be retiring at the GRC at 1500 on the 24th.  We wish him good luck on all future endeavors.

· MCCDC Change of Command will be held soon.  Be prepared!
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· Dirty weapons! Marines once you are done firing on the range, you must clean your weapons and turn in all of your 782 gear.  Ensure that you maintain a copy of your receipt.  If your weapon is not cleaned your score will not be run on Unit Diary!

· Missing Gear:  Once you have completed your training requirement return the gear.  Do not hold on to this gear.  IT IS NOT YOURS!  If you are identified as missing gear, you have two courses of action that you can take. One: Return gear to supply and bring receipt to Company Office.  Two:  See me for a Missing Gear Statement.

· Recall Rosters: Provide updated recall rosters each month. Remind Marines to update their information with CPAC as well.

· Dental/Medical:  I will check DENCAS each month to ensure that we all remain deployable. Keeping me updated as to your appointments or status upgrades prevents you from getting E-mails each time I pull a new roster. Ensure that a copy of all medical paperwork for your Marines gets to the company office. These “paint the picture” for training. 

· If you have duty on the weekend or on a holiday, ensure that you are in the company office on the last working day before your duty to receive special instruction.
· Non-availability rosters due by COB 8 Oct. I will complete the duty roster over the weekend. That weekend is an extended liberty weekend, so COB is 1200. Silence is consent. If your Marine is assigned as a duty driver, and does not have the required card to sign for a vehicle, call 784-2120 to arrange for training. Marines that do not have a civilian drivers license, or has had theirs revoked or suspended, should be identified on the non-avail roster. All other Marines are subject to assignment as duty driver.
· We need chasers. Please provide a list of your Marines that are chaser qualified, along with the date their card was issued. Should we have the need, chasers will be pulled from the responsible section.
· Keep in mind your junior married, and single parent Marines for food baskets. Please submit updates, or rosters as you get them. The list I have now is pretty short.
