1.  INTRODUCTION.  Terrorism is a fact of contemporary life.  Even though the occurrence may be sporadic, terrorism remains a serious and deadly problem.  As a Marine, you can reasonably expect to come into contact with terrorism or the residual effects of terrorism.  As the Marine Corps continues to operate in diverse environments, the possibility of the individual Marine coming into contact with terrorism and its influences becomes even greater.  Understanding the United States' policy concerning terrorism and the tactics of terrorist groups around the world will prepare you for duty in a threat region.  Such understanding will also give you the mental skills, knowledge, and physical preparation necessary to help protect you and your family from a terrorist attack.
