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INSTRUCTOR'S NOTE:  This 13 1/2 hour period of instruction consists of a self-paced programmed text, M16A2 Service Rifle Sustainment Training.  (Ordering instructions for the programmed text are included in this binder.) 





Allow students approximately 13 1/2 hours to complete the course.  Provide rifles, slings, cartridge belts, magazines, and magazine pouches to conduct the dry fire exercises outlined in the text.  If rifles are not available, allow students 5 hours to proceed through the program.  Since students advance through the program at their own pace, completion times will vary.  You may test students on their knowledge by administering the written exam included at the end of the programmed text.





1.  INTRODUCTION.  To become proficient with the M16A2 service rifle, the Marine must understand and be able to apply marksmanship skills including:  weapons handling; aiming, breath control, trigger control; rifle shooting positions/sling; effects of weather; zeroing procedures; and data book procedures.  Success on the battlefield depends on it.





2.  OVERVIEW.  The purpose of this period of instruction is to reinforce the knowledge-based information and allow practice of the skills required to successfully employ the M16A2 service rifle.
