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1.  INTRODUCTION.  Observation skills are key to a Marine's job.  Whether standing post, patrolling, or simply practicing terrorism awareness, observation skills are fundamental and critical to the Marine's job.  Battles have been won and nations conquered based on accurate accounting and description of opposing forces' troop strength, equipment, and location.  Observation skills can be fine-tuned through practice and training.  One of the exercises that may be used to practice observation skills is called Kim's Games.  Kim's Games are designed to teach recollection and observation skills that are essential to every Marine.  Kim's Games date back to the days of Rudyard Kipling and his messengers.
