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COMBAT-RELATED SKILLS:  CORE PLUS





INSTRUCTOR'S NOTE:  The core plus training is not provided in the MAT program and is to be locally produced.  These topics should include any combat-related skills training that is unique to your location or OccFld/MOS.





1.  Introduction.  Marines train like they fight.  To be prepared for battle, Marines must be trained in combat-related skills that support realistic missions.  The training should be provided using a proactive, rheostat approach that educates the Marine while assisting in the overall transformation process.





2.  Overview.  The purpose of these periods of instruction is to provide additional training on combat-related skills that augments the training provided in the MAT Program from a local or MOS-specific perspective.  Suggested topics include:





- Field craft


- Indoor Simulated Marksmanship Trainer (ISMT) training


- Call for fire


- EPW handling


- Drill


- Threat identification


- Reporting intelligence information
