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1.  Introduction.  The core values of Honor, Courage, and Commitment are an integral part of all Marines.  Values training enables Marines to understand how commitment to these ideals will make them better Marines and, ultimately, better people.  The information should be provided using a proactive, rheostat approach that educates the Marine while assisting in the overall transformation process.





2.  Overview.  The purpose of these periods of instruction is to provide additional training on core values that augments the training provided in the MAT Program from a local or MOS-specific perspective.  Suggested topics include:





- Community service projects/involvement programs


- Guest speaker programs


- Other service briefs


- Local law enforcement briefs
