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1.  Introduction.  All Marines share responsibility for maintaining the proper environment of mutual respect and confidence within their units.  Sexual harassment is a form of discriminatory behavior that erodes morale and discipline and, if not eliminated, can have an adverse effect on mission readiness.  The Secretary of Defense has issued policy guidance which defines sexual harassment and emphasizes the Department's policy that sexual harassment will not be condoned or tolerated.
