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1.  Introduction.  Fraternization is the term used to describe improper personal and business relationships among Marines of different ranks or positions.  Improper relationships between seniors and subordinates are recognized as an offense under military law and prosecuted as conduct unbecoming an officer.  





2.  Overview.  The purpose of this period of instruction is to provide instruction that will help Marines to understand that there are imposed social constraints on personal relationships between individuals of different rank, grade, or position.
