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1.  QUESTION:  What is the Marine Corps definition of hazing?





ANSWER:  Any conduct by one military member, regardless of service or rank, that causes another military member, regardless of service or rank, to suffer or be exposed to activities that are cruel, abusive, humiliating, or oppressive.





2.  QUESTION:  What are some activities that are not considered hazing?





ANSWER:  Mission or operational activities, requisite training to prepare for missions or operations, administrative corrective measures, extra military instruction as define in MCO, command authorized physical training, and authorized incentive training permitted at the Marine Corps Recruit Depots.





3.  QUESTION:  What can happen to anyone who violates the Corps policy against hazing?





ANSWER:  Disciplinary action under Article 92 of the Uniform Code of Military Justice.
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
