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1.  Introduction.  Any indoctrination program must include an orientation to the procedures, programs, facilities, issues, etc., that are important or unique to the local area or training site.  The information should be provided using a proactive, rheostat approach that educates the Marine while assisting in the overall transformation process.





2.  Overview.  The purpose of these periods of instruction is to provide an indoctrination to the procedures, programs, and issues that are unique to your local region or training site.  Suggested topics include:
