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1.  Introduction.  At the heart of Marine Corps training is MOS-specific training--that training that prepares Marines for duty within a specific MOS or OccFld.  This is the training that Marines receive so they may perform their unique jobs, working together to support an overall Marine Corps mission.  The training should be provided using a proactive, rheostat approach that educates the Marine while assisting in the overall transformation process.





2.  Overview.  The purpose of this period of instruction is to provide MOS-specific training that introduces or prepares Marines for duty within a specific MOS or OccFld.  Suggested topics include:





- Technical subject review


- Tours


- Bird-dogging/observation


- Basic computer skills


- Occupational field structure briefs


- Guest speakers program


- Other service-related MOS briefs


- MOS-related current events brief
