MARRIAGE IN THE MARINE CORPS








1.  INTRODUCTION.  The marriage rate in the Marine Corps continues to rise.  Figures on Marine Corps marriage rates show that in 1980, 33% of Marines were married.  Five years later that number increased to 44%.  In 1993, the marriage rate among Marines was approximately 49%.  However, the divorce rate in the United States is 50%.  Among first-term Marines, that statistic is even higher.    





2.  OVERVIEW.  The purpose of this period of instruction is to familiarize Marines with the special challenges a Marine Corps career presents to a married couple.
