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INSTRUCTOR'S NOTE:  This one-hour and 30-minute period of instruction consists of an instructor-led lecture supported by three videos.  First, show Marines "LAB 1: Non-Lethals" (24 min), followed by "Sea Dragon" (15 min) and "Hunter Warrior" (9 min).  Upon completion of the videos, lead Marines through a 42-minute discussion of Sea Dragon using the lecture material.





1.  INTRODUCTION.  Sea Dragon is a process for change and innovation started by Gen. Charles C. Krulak, the Commandant of the Marine Corps, in 1995.  Its purpose is to develop new concepts and supporting technology to ensure that the Marine Corps remains relevant in the future.  





2.  OVERVIEW.  The purpose of this period of instruction is to familiarize Marines with the Sea Dragon process and the impact it will have on them.
