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1.  QUESTION:  What are the four elements of Marine Air-Ground Task Force (MAGTF)?





ANSWER:  Command Element; Ground Combat Element (GCE); Aviation Combat Element (ACE); and Combat Service Support Element.





2.  QUESTION:  What is the mission of the Command Element?





ANSWER:  The Command Element oversees the MAGTF.  It is responsible for providing the command and control required for effective, cross-dimensional operational planning and execution.





3.  QUESTION:  What is the mission of the GCE?





ANSWER:  The GCE provides ground striking power.  This cohesive combat maneuver team consists of infantry assets, which can be augmented by mechanized assets such as light armored vehicles and tanks, all of which are supported by reconnaissance, artillery, transport, and combat engineer assets.





4.  QUESTION:  What is the mission of the ACE?





ANSWER:  The ACE provides air striking power and aerial support.





5.  QUESTION:  What is the mission of the Combat Service Support Element?





ANSWER:  This element sustains and maintains the MAGTF.





6.  QUESTION:  Which Command has the mission to strive to improve MAGTF rapid response capabilities and design the concepts to enhance its future response and employment capabilities?


   


ANSWER:  Marine Corps Combat Development Command (MCCDC), based at Quantico, Virginia.


7.  QUESTION:  Why will training be vital in the 21st century?





ANSWER:  Regular, realistic hands-on training continues to be the critical element in preparing Marines for future conflicts.
