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Marines holding MOS 0614 operate and perform organizational maintenance on the Central Office AN/TTC-42.  This switch is a computer-controlled node for multiple voice and digital data trunks/lines.  Typical duties include installing and interconnecting equipment, performing limited technical control of the voice/data network, and updating the database or crypto keys to ensure reliable, secure telephone service for the user.

MOS 0618, Electronic Switching Operator/Maintainer (DTC) (Sgt to Cpl)

The electronic switching operator/maintainer facilitates the installation, operation, restoration, and management of circuits and trunks within the Digital Technical Control (DTC) switchboard.  The commercial switch will terminate Integrated Services Digital Network (ISDN), commercial Public Switched Telephone Network (PSTN), and Defense Switched Network (DSN) services, both loops and trunks; and will provide these services into the deployed switch network.  This MOS is awarded as a skill designator only to Marines holding PMOS 0612 or 0614.

MOS 2823, Technical Controller (MGySgt to Sgt)

 Technical controllers operate technical control equipment to locate faults or degradation in communication networks. These specialists are in key positions to test transmission quality since most high capacity communication circuits pass through the technical control (TECHCON) facility. Typical duties are coordination with circuit users to accomplish activations and deactivations, special circuit conditioning, testing of individual circuits to ensure that circuit quality is maintained, and rerouting of data flow resulting from outages or degradations in quality. Technical controllers operate and maintain the TECHCON facility by performing tasks to include making adjustments to equipment up to replacing faulty components/parts. Must possess an EL score of 115 or higher
