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Satellite Communication (SATCOM) Technicians are formal school trained and qualified to test and repair satellite communications equipment.  These terminals are used to establish high capacity communications with other military and civilian systems.  Typical duties include adjusting audio or data levels, use of test equipment to identify and diagnose equipment faults to the component level and making repairs as required.  Technicians are properly trained in corrective and preventative maintenance to the intermediate (4th) echelon or repair.  Technicians are also trained in employment and installation of the terminals to complement their working knowledge of hardware capabilities.  Lateral input to MOS 2834 is from other 2800 Occupation Field Specialties.  MOS 2891, Electronics Maintenance Chief, is assigned upon promotion to Master Sergeant.

This roadmap demonstrates that Marines that continue their careers, by lateral moving to the Satellite Communications Terminal Technician MOS and graduating with MOS designators of 2834 can continue their previous education and work towards a Bachelors and/or Master Degree throughout their military career. These credits may be used for your major area of study, if applicable, or as electives towards a degree.  Upon graduation of MOS school, these Marines receive briefs on additional MOS courses, MCIs, PME, and college courses.  The Marine’s new command should support, enforce and realign this road map as necessary.

a. Summary. Fleet satellite terminal technicians are formal school trained and qualified to install, test and repair UHF satellite communications equipment used for high capacity terminals associated with naval satellite networks. Typical duties include adjusting audio or data levels, using test equipment to identify and diagnose equipment faults to the component (piece part) level, and making repairs as

required. They are properly trained in corrective maintenance to the intermediate (4th) echelon of repair. Technicians are also trained in employment and installation of the terminals to complement their working knowledge of hardware capabilities. This MOS will only be assigned as a skill designator MOS to Marines holding primary MOS 2834.

Electronics maintenance chiefs perform staff duties in formulating and implementing maintenance and supply plans, provisioning data/communications items, and preparing or reviewing publications and training materials. As a senior staff noncommissioned officer in a highly technical field, the electronics maintenance chief is qualified to manage the activities of maintenance personnel from diverse electronic specialties within data/communications. Duties may include instructing in the theory and maintenance of electronics, supervising a maintenance shop, writing evaluation test plans, and inspecting units performing electronic maintenance. This MOS is a career

progression for gunnery sergeants with MOSs 2822, 2832, 2834, 2862, 2881, and 2887.
