Test measurement and diagnostic equipment technicians typical duties include the performance of authorized repairs and modifications to electrical/electronic TMDE used by the Marine Corps; calibration of high density, low complexity TMDE; keeping maintenance records on TMDE; initiating supply and maintenance action to evaluate un-repairable components, and ensuring that the authorized level of repair is maintained; completing supply requisitions, maintenance management reports, and other documentation; instructing in the theory and maintenance of electrical/electronic TMDE including small missile test sets; and assist in maintenance supervision.
