College

How much college do you really have?


Using your military experience, you may already have 20 college credits without ever having set foot on a college campus. Did you know that most colleges grant 4 semester hours in Physical Fitness for Recruit Training? In addition, most colleges give you credit for other service schools attended as long as they are over two weeks and not of a classified nature. Some MCI's are also worth college credit. You are earning college credit for attending resident professional military education: 

· Sergeant's Course - 5 semester hours 

· Career Course - 7 semester hours 

· Advanced Course - 11 semester hours 


Another bonus is that some colleges offer credit for your MOS. Add all these credits up, you could be over half finished with an Associate degree! 

What do you need in addition to your military credits for an Associates Degree in General Studies?


In most cases you would add the following college course work or CLEP/DANTES exams to your military experience to complete an Associate Degree: 

· 6 semester hours in English 

· 6 semester hours in Social Science 

· 8 semester hours in Natural Science 

· 3 semester hours in Math 

· 6 semester hours in Humanities 


Most colleges require 29 semester hours in General Studies for an Associate degree in General Studies. Total number of semester hours for graduation is 60-65. Add your military credits as electives to the 29 semester hours required for General Education and you should have enough credits to graduate. 

How many of the CLEP/DANTES exams can you use to satisfy general education requirements?


Servicemembers Opportunity Colleges (SOC) will allow you to transfer up to 45 semester hours for prior college or CLEP/DANTES exams. These 45 credits can be CLEP/DANTES or a combination of CLEP/DANTES, prior college courses and military experience. Fifteen (15) semester hours must be completed with the school you have chosen as your home campus. 

What are CLEP and Dantes exams? Where do I take them?


CLEP and DANTES are exams offered free to all active duty and reserves on a variety of subjects for college credit. There are 34 CLEP exams and 37 DANTES exams. The odds are that you can earn 30 college credits with satisfactory scores on the CLEP/Dantes exams. 

How do I get started?

· Step 1 - visit your Lifelong Learning (LLL) Education Center or go on line to www.navycollege.navy.mil and order your Sailor Marine Ace Registry Transcript (SMART) and see how many potential college credits you already have. 

· Step 2 - ask your local LLL Education Center to assist you in selecting a home campus, for LLL Education Center locations see www.voled.doded.mil .  If they are a Servicemembers Opportunity College they will be open to accepting military experience and CLEP/DANTES exams. You may choose classroom courses or distance learning. 

· Step 3 - start taking CLEP/DANTES exams and college course work. 

· Step 4 - transfer all your prior college, your military experience, and CLEP/DANTES exams to the home campus and ask to be evaluated. 

· Step 5 - graduate and notify the Marine Corps University Vice President for Academic Affairs, Dr. Charles Ferguson of your success. 

Will I be Successful?


Most of our current students had a less than stellar high school experience, however, many of them graduate with honors from college. If you are not ready for college level courses, you can begin by taking the Military Academic Skills Program (MASP). MASP is a free on-duty program designed to enhance your reading, writing and math skills and is located at most Marine Corps bases. Courses can be accomplished on the internet as well. Once you are ready to begin college classes, but you feel you need additional instruction, most colleges provide free tutoring services. You are a different person than you were in high school. You are highly disciplined, highly motivated, and you will be successful. 
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
