Meteorological Equipment Technicians install, test, maintain and repair meteorological and associated equipment in use by Marine weather service personnel, both in tactical environments and in garrison.  Typical duties include alignment, calibration and organizational maintenance on meteorological radars, satellite receiving and processing systems, communications systems, Local Area Networks, meteorological sensors, upper air sonding equipment, close circuit television systems and communications security equipment.  They diagnose malfunctions by visual inspection and use of appropriate test equipment, assist in maintaining accountability of equipment, requisition supplies and parts, prepare system components for storage or shipment, and assist in the embark of the Meteorological Mobile Facility (Replacement) (MetMF(R)).  They keep Material Maintenance and Management (3M) records and compile data for reports.
