Operators are capable of filling any operational billet appropriate to grade and qualification in MACS, TACC, or MACG Headquarters.  Air Control Electronics Operators do not receive any civilian certifications or apprenticeships as of a result of their formal schools or on the job training within the operating forces; however, some military training and experiences may convert to college credit.
