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Description of EOD Field

 

Mission:

Prior MOS training: The Explosive Ordnance Disposal MOS is not an entry level/pipeline MOS following Boot Camp and Marine Combat Training.  All EOD candidates are required to have a successful enlistment/tour in another MOS and the rank of Corporal prior to qualification as an EOD candidate.  Initial qualification requires at least a successful enlistment/tour of duty and the minimum rank requirement of Corporal prior to being considered for the EOD MOS.

MOS School

The Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) producing school for all Department of Defense (DoD) explosive ordnance disposal technicians is NAVAL SCHOOL EXPLOSIVE ORDNANCE DISPOSAL, Eglin Air Force Base, Florida.

 

MISSION:

 

Sole activity within DoD responsible for training and qualifying Basic Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Technicians.  A jointly-staffed (Army, Navy, Air Force, and Marine Corps) school providing specialized EOD training to officer and enlisted personnel of all services, both U.S. and International, and to selected civilian officials, in the best methods and procedures for the recovery, evaluation, rendering safe, and disposal of ordnance, surface and underwater, conventional and nuclear, employed by the U.S. and other nations.

 

BACKGROUND:

 

The U.S. Explosive Ordnance Disposal field developed as a necessary outgrowth of the British experience with German ordnance during World War II.  Recognizing the potential of similar ordnance being deployed on U.S. shores and contiguous waterways, each service developed specific EOD training schools between 1941 and 1945.  In 1971, the Department of Defense consolidated the EOD Technology and Training Programs and designated the Secretary of the Navy as Single Manager with Naval Ordnance Center appointed Executive Manager (N75X).  Currently RDML Hicks is the Executive Manager and is responsible for developing and maintaining an EOD Technology and Training program to meet operational requirements of the Joint Service EOD community.  The designated Deputy Manager for Training (N75X2) is the Commanding Officer, Naval School Explosive Ordnance Disposal (NAVSCOLEOD) located at Eglin AFB, FL.

ACE accreditation:  The American Council on Education rating for this course is ongoing.  The Training and Evaluation Division of the Training Department is coordinating the requirements for the Office of Civilian Education (OCE) for a site visit in mid 2004.

Graduation from EOD School, when the rubber meets the road!

Gaining Command: Realigns, Supports, and enforces the road map.  Upon the EOD technician checking into his/her first command following NAVSCOLEOD, the following courses/considerations need to be evaluated as follows:

Military Drivers License which is gained by taking the Incidental Drivers Course at that duty station. 

Explosive Drivers Permit which requires 6 or months with a Incidental Drivers License, a physical exam, and a satisfactory score on the Explosive Drivers Examination given by the _____________________.

PME:  Does the Marine have the minimum resident PME for the current or selected rank.  The Marine may have been promoted at Naval School EOD.  Attendance to the resident PME school for grade should be at the earliest possible date to prevent future ineligibility because of operational deployment tempo.

Lateral Moves from non-combat arms MOS'.  It is highly recommended for those Marines lateral moving from non-combat arms MOS' to acquire the knowledge normally attained in the field in the first tour of duty in Combat Arms MOS.  Though much of the field-craft will be taught and reinforced in Marine Corps Combat Skills Training and field iterations, the following courses will accelerate the Marine in acquisition of those skills.  Marines not knowledgeable in the material covered in these courses will be encouraged to enroll and complete the courses in an expeditious manner.

College:  Though important to the further development of the whole Marine, college classes are not encouraged because of the comprehensive training needed to facilitate technical expertise.  The high consequence of technical incompetence is a primary consideration in prioritizing the first several years of a Marine EOD technicians training.  Opportunities for college courses are available on some deployments and once the Marine has completed some of the core competencies for the EOD MOS.

Special Duty/B Billets: Assignment to "B" Billets and to Special Duty are a fact of life, even in a small technical MOS like EOD.  The assignment enriches the Marine and the Marine Corps, but because of the technical requirements and the high consequence of technical incompetence, a refresher of those schools and skill sets may be required of a Marine that left in one grade a returned a grade or two higher.  Upon return from a "B" billet, Special Duty, the Technology Division, or Instructor Duty, the Training Section of the gaining command will review and align the Marine with the current technical competency/pay grade.  By accomplishing this, misassignment to the billet of team leader, operations chief, or Noncommissioned Officer in Charge will be avoided.  A prioritized plan of action needs to be tailored to this Marine and reviewed to ensure accomplishment prior to or concurrent with assignment/reassignment.
