Preparing for the release of student registration includes steps to ensure that we have connectivity from all potential locations, and that the networks, servers, databases are all capable of handling the addition requests and bandwidth.  InfoReliance proposes that this be done in a phased manner.
The phases are:

1. Verify the connectivity to TIMS production web server.  This task can be started immediately.  

a. User must use Internet Explorer to browse to: https://timsapp.tecom.usmc.mil/timstest
b. Then users must send an email to FerrisEd@Tecom.usmc.mil and report success or failure to connect.
2. A phase 2 implementation that will use a tool to interact and measure the connectivity between the TIMS server and the client 
3. A phase 3 unit that will do the measurement, reporting and various scenarios that interact with a special application running on the TIMS server, This application will be for testing purposes only.  We don’t want to use the TIMS application for these tests. 
4. Spec out a comprehensive testing process for .NET applications  (including TIMS)
