QuickClot – Quick Reference for Use

1.  Open only if there is a failure of standard hemostatic techniques to control the bleeding in an external wound (in sequence - direct pressure for 5 minutes, pressure dressing, tourniquet)


2.  Quickly remove non-effective dressings and sweep excess blood and dirt from wound if possible (this is to expose wound to agent, not to achieve a dry wound and should not take much time)
 

3.  Comply with the package directions to avoid contact of agent with mucosal surfaces, such as the eye and wet, non-injured tissue.


4.  Pour the agent directly into the wound to cover the bleeding tissue.


5.  Avoid applying agent to non-injured tissue.


6.  Cover with standard dressing and hold pressure for five minutes/wrap with pressure bandage.


7.  Discard unused agent.

8.  Identify that the casualty was treated with the QuickClot agent (attach empty package to the dressing or casualty, mark forehead)
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
