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SECTION I

INITIAL REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS

A.  MCAS/MAWTS-1 Location: From Interstate 8, exit Ave 3E, proceed south to MCAS Yuma.  Maps of the air station and the local area are available at the main gate.  Personnel arriving by commercial airline can telephone the Command Watch Officer at 269-2828 EXT: 064, using the courtesy phone at Yuma International Airport.  Upon entering MCAS Yuma stay right on Quilter Street.  Turn right on Halstead Avenue. MAWTS-1 bldg. 406 is the last building on the left.  See page 10 for map of MCAS Yuma.

B.  Transportation: The Yuma area is serviced by the Yuma County International Airport Terminal adjoining MCAS Yuma and bus transportation is provided by Greyhound.  Upon arrival at the airport or the bus terminal, members must use commercial taxi service to reach the base or you can contact the Command Watch Officer at 269-2828 EXT: 064.  Rental cars are available for SNCOs and Officers, but will not be funded by MAWTS-1, Parking is limited, car-pooling is highly recommended.  Sergeants and below are prohibited from using privately owned or rented vehicles.  Students and or support personnel in violation of this order are subject to vehicle impoundment until completion of the WTI course.

C. Billeting Information: The Commanding Officer, MCAS Yuma has directed that adequate government quarters and messing are available at MCAS Yuma.  MAWTS-1 Admin must endorse your orders to that effect.  Proportional per diem has been directed.  WTI student personnel, E-1 through E-5, may check into the BEQ immediately upon arrival at barracks 912.  General room assignments are made in advance so that communities are billeted together.  Do not ask the BEQ desk clerk to make changes in room assignments.  If there is a problem, check-in first as assigned, then make your problem known to your MAWTS-1 staff instructor.  For a nominal fee, refrigerators, televisions, and microwave ovens may be rented from MCCS Arizona Adventures at DSN 269-2848, hours of operation are 7 am to 5 pm weekdays, closed for lunch daily at 10:30am to 11:30 am. N. Security Procedures:  Upon initial check-in at WTI admin, all student personnel will receive a MAWTS-1 security badge which allows access to Bldg 406 and flight line facilities.  It is your responsibility to ensure your parent command submits current and accurate security information on your behalf.  You will not be authorized admittance into classified periods of instruction or briefings without proper security verification.  All security information will be faxed to DSN 269-2200 or COMM (928) 269-2200.

The security badge is to be worn on the upper left breast pocket of the uniform of the day.  This will enable easy visual identification for security personnel managing access to building 406.

All classroom doors are secured and or monitored by staff personnel during classified lectures.
