2nd Annual 2004 Marine Corps Imagery Competition Announcement

ALCON,

The Marine Corps Imagery Management Unit (MCIMU) is conducting the 2nd Annual Marine Corps imagery competition.  Any imagery acquired during mission related tasks from August 2003 to August 2004 is eligible for submission.  The Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for this years’ competition has been included as a second attachment to this announcement memo.  Still photographs, video, posters, illustrations and scans of freehand drawings are all eligible for submission in this competition.    

The timeline for this task is as follows:

1-31 August 2004– Submit imagery to MCIMU.

10 September 2004– Email confirmation of submissions to CCVI community.

20-24 September 2004 – Judge imagery 

15 December 2004– CD compiled and approved

12 January 2005 – CD distributed to units

The judging of the imagery will occur at the MCIMU.  The submitted imagery will be considered under the following guidelines: 

 
 Still/Illustrative imagery:  Marine story, focus of interest, eye control, creativity, 

 overall craftsmanship,  composition, subject matter, layout (Posters only)

Motion media:  Marine story, pace/timing, creativity, exposure, effects, overall      


 craftsmanship, composition, audio effects/sound use, and proper transition use.

The judging will require 2 enlisted Marines (SSgt or GySgt’s w/ at least 8 years experience) and 1 alternate for each of the 4641/4671 MOS’s.  Additionally, the judging will require (1) 
 4611 and 4612 SSgt or GySgt with (1) alternate for each MOS.  

Contact Mr. Marion E. Weatherington or SSgt Matthew J. Smith at the MCIMU by July 16 for those who wish to volunteer.  Travel and Lodging will be funded by Combat Camera Visual Information Management.
